Exchange Scheme (IRSES)
Å Aims at strengthening research partnerships through short term staff 

exchanges between European research organizations and their 

counterparts from countries with this the Community has an S&T 

agreement

Å Eligible are public or private organizations which carry out research. 

All areas of research and technological development  addressed under 

the EC Treaty are eligible for funding.

Å A partnership is needed, including organizations from at least two 

different EU Member States or Associated countries, and one or more 

organization(s) located in countries with which the EU has an S&T 

Agreement (e.g., US) or in countries covered by the European 

Neighborhood Policy.

Exchange Scheme (IRSES)

ÅThe program can support a staff exchange

The European Research Council (ERC) 
Starting Grant

Å Funding provided by the ERC, a total of EUR 7.5 billion, not only supports research but 
further stimulates pioneering research in groundbreaking new areas, areas that may not have 
been financially viable without ERC support. 

Å The ERC has increased their funding and are now also funding junior scientists through the 
ERC Starting Grant Scheme.

Å Under this cheme, candidates for Principal Investigator can be of any nationality, and must 
have obtained their PhD (or equivalent degree) more than three years but less than 
eight years prior to the opening date of the relevant call for proposals (justified 
extensions of this period may be accepted, see ERC guide for applicants - grant Schemes) 

Å Host organization can be any legally recognized public or private research organization 
situated in an EU Member State or an Associated Country. The Associated Countries are 
Albania, Croatia, Iceland, Israel, Liechtenstein, FYR of Macedonia, Norway, Republic of 
Montenegro, Serbia, Switzerland, and Turkey. 

Å Funding: up to ú2.0 M per grant , duration: up to 5 years

Å Application deadlines for the ERC Starting Grant Scheme are approaching:

Å Starting Grant for Physical Sciences and Engineering - 29/10/2008 

Å Starting Grant for Social Sciences and Humanities - 19/11/2008 

Å Starting Grant for Life Sciences - 10/12/2008



National Science Foundation Funding 

Opportunities for International Activities

Å The U.S. National Science Foundation (NSF) is an independent federal 
agency that supports all fields of fundamental science and engineering, 
except for medical sciences. 

Å With an annual budget of about $6 billion, NSF is the funding source 
for almost 20 percent of all federally funded basic research conducted 
by U.S. colleges and universities. 

Å Supporting international activities is an integral part of NSFôs mission 
to sustain and strengthen the nationôs science, mathematics and 
engineering capabilities and to promote the use of those capabilities in 
service to society. Because science and engineering are increasingly 
global, NSFôs Office of International Science and Engineering (OISE) 
is charged with ensuring that U.S. institutions and scientists are able to 
fully advance their research via international collaboration. Developing 
a globally engaged science and engineering workforce is a priority for 
OISE.



National Science Foundation Funding 

Opportunities for International Activities

Å NSF typically supports the research and travel activities only of 
scientists who are based at U.S. institutions. However, through 
coordinated efforts on the part of U.S. and European scientists (such as 
parallel submission of proposals to both NSF and a European 
counterpart funding agency), numerous opportunities exist to foster 
sustainable collaborations.

Å OISEôs portfolio of funding opportunities includes: supporting 
planning visits and workshops aimed at strengthening international 
collaborative projects, providing international research opportunities 
for U.S. students and early-career scientists and engineers; supporting 
international partnerships with larger, longer-term awards in which 
research and educational activities build on institutional strengths to 
promote international partnerships.
